ON my arrival home from Detroit after the W estern 
Amateur Championship, a lt hough 1 was a quickly 
defeated candidate, I intended to write a letter to t he 

President o f the Lochmoor Couniry Club, for I wanted to 
tell him for the benefit of the members that the Lochmoor 
Golf Course is one of the finest in this countrv. Some­
thing happened and my letter was not written, lJut in my 
mind remained the realization rhat the Lochmoor cour:-;c 
is a particularly good one. and t he build ings arc correspond­
ingly good. The \,\lestcrn G olf Association was fortunate 
in having such a rneeting place, and it stands out in my 
memory as one of the fine.st a champion:;hip was ever plarcd 
upon. 

This article, however, is not to 
Lochmoor Coun try Club course; but 
upon the general length of golf 
course:., :rnd it just happens that my 
idea of t he right length of a golf 
course is the length of Lochmoor, 
and I say that now without even 
knowing the yardage of the course. 
J am opposed to this continual length­
ening of golf courses and my opposi­
tion is not to be based upon exact 
mathematical figures. . .. . 
B U:AUTIFULLY located on the

will not have to be lengthened for a fast ball, and will be 
at the same time a fine test of the game. 

• • • W TTHOUT doubt these new distance-destroying balls 
have rnken away one of the finest features of the 

game, and t hat is the placing of the ba ll. 
#r hcrc arc some holes abroad where one has to plmf with 

an iron from the tee. I remember that at North B~rwick 
one is supposed to sta rt his round with a mashic shot, not 
to a g reen but to a fairwa}'· It would not hurt the game 
at al l in this country if we had to play 25 per cent of ou r 
shots a shorter distance off the tee than we could. Cer­
tainly it would be monotonous to stand up to 18 tees and 
hit a ball with one's driver a$ hard as or1c could. 

I believe that golf is not con• 
sidercd much of a physical test, but 
l <lcfy anyone to get up and swing a 
golf club as hard as he can all day 
long and not be excessively tired . I 
think that the Oakmont Count ry 
Club cou rse where the National 
Championship of 1925 was played, 
must have measured over 7,000 yards 
in length. No one hut a school boy 
could survive this physical endurance 
test, and for the life of me l can 't 
sec how the average membership can 
enjoy it . The fact is tliei• do not ; 
they use short tees for their regular 
play.

shores of the British Is les, are 
six championship i!Olf course!>, and 
upon them in turn are played the 
g reat championships of Great Britain. 
This rotation of cham1)ionship courses 
seems to be an excellent idea, for 
thcv set a certain sranclard for the 
ga~ e, and the offic ia ls arc , upposcd 
to sec that these cm1rscs arc in condi­
tion when their turn for the champ­
ionship coml.o.s along, but the lengrh 
of them has not changed in over I 00 
years.

prove that one can have good rrnd interesting courses with­
out unduly distcnting them. The English and Scots seem 
to know the game pretty well, and never would t hey spend 
on their courses the money we are spending yea rly on dis­
tance ,tlone. 

lt is true that golf balls are clrnngcd a g reat· deal, and 
it seems to me to be a lamentable fact that a manufacturer 
can always make a ball a little faster than the other fellows, 
and every year golf cou rses must be ma<le longer to destroy 
the bit of speed the ball has attained. And this merry chase 
will continue as long as there is available land and money 
to buy it with. The cost of adjusting courses each yea r to 
the ever-lengthening ball will probably run into millions of 
dollars. The rcal iz:ition of t his has brought about a big 
discussion as to the limitation1 or standardi?.ation of golf 
balls. A little limitation of golf balls by the authorities can 
be of some help, but adequate bunkering can be mote. I 
am willing to wager that I can lay out a golf course which 

length cxce1>t in a few ;pots, but Flossmoor in its present 
condition is a rnurse full of holes that only sl uggers can 
reach. l\"ow these are the three courses over which the 
amateur championship has been 1>laycd for the last few years, 
and their selection show where. we arc ~oing on this question 
of gol f cou rse lengthening. l do not say this because I am 
r,rej udiced or personally /ind the courses 100 fatig uing . I 
make this pica because l do not sec how either money or 
land can hold out. and neither can I see the adva11tage if 
they could. W hy should we give ur, the ability to make 
many skillfully varied shots for one big-muscled st roke that 
sends the ball so far that other shots are of little consequence. 
l am not advocating vcr)' short courses, but something be· 
tween 6,000 and 6,400 yards depending on the kind of 
g rounds it runs over. Of course, the spice of golf is its 
variety, and 1 never want to see any two courses alike, but 
1 think this furious chase after length is a very harmful as

W E have in Chicago all variet ies of golf course lengths 

and we t ry to delude ourselves into the belief that 
the longest courses arc the best ones. It is true the)• take 
more strokes than the shorter ones but that it not the stand­
ard by which a golf cou rse is judged. 

Up on t he North Shore near Fort Sheridan is tl,c Old 
E lm golf course. Those who know it would rather play 
that course than any other around Chicago. Wh)' ? Re­
cause it is of the most comfortable length and in saying 
this 1 am not thinkirig of but one class oi players. On the 

ot her hand we go out to Chicago G olf because it is different, 
and come away after taking a great man)' st rokes, and 
wonder if we ha,·e reall) enjoyed ourselves as much as we 
might have done on a shorter course. 

Down in Indiana j.., :l course over which George Ade, 
the famous writer. plays C\"err day. It i, a t iny thing. 
probably 5.200 yards long, but it i, great fun to plar. Herc 
) ou can cut an iron shot up to the hole, or )'Ou can hook: 
around rhc fence corner. A lwavs on the shorter courses 
)'OU must pay much attention to ihc spin of the ball. And 
who is there who will dcnr that 1hc greatest skill in golf 
comes from the control of the various spins of the ball, not 
only as it lca,,es the clubhcad and meets the different kind of 
:.ir and wind , hut in its aclion when it hlts llic ground. 

I am convinced we arc on the wrong t rack ; we should 
shorten our courses rat her than leng then them. ,ve need 
le.s g round and the golf will be more intcrC>ting, and a 
busv man in our American life does not need as much e.~­
crcise as the time it takes to play these ver)' long courses 
dcm, nds.

be:unilul 18 hole course, located just west of Sylvania in the 
beautiful Ten M ile creek valley country. And though not 
quite nine months old , H ighland M eadows is now open for 
play and al ready hundreds of its members have tried the 
tour.,:;e and found it much to their 
liking . 

The club owns I +0 acres of wonder­
ful gol fing land which has enabled 
architects to lay out a roomy course 
w ith pratticall)' no paralleling.
